
Who can apply 
for these courses?
The Youth Academy works with high ability 4th, 
5th and 6th class primary school students. To 
attend Youth Academy programmes students 
must present one of the following:

1. The most recent standardised test report 
showing below result in English, Maths or 
Gaeilge 

 - STen score of 9 or 10 
 - Standardised score of 123 or above 
 - 95th percentile or above

2. A copy of an educational psychologist’s 
assessment with ability scores included and 
demonstrating high ability. Reports must be 
submitted no later than 4 years after the date 
of the educational psychologist’s assessment.
